The appeal of the area lies in its serenity, known as the “forgotten corner of
Cornwall”; the beaches are not as busy or crowded as those on the north coast.
However it is within easy reach, by both rail, car and plane without the delays and jams
incurred elsewhere in Cornwall. The Tate St Ives, Eden Project and National Maritime
Museum at Falmouth are all accessible. Plymouth, three miles away, offers a good
regional theatre, cinemas as well as a renowned aquarium.

There are many sporting opportunities to be had in the locality, within 10 miles
are two excellent golf courses. The links at nearby Portwrinkle provides challenging
play along the cliff tops while a little further afield is the Jack Nicklaus designed St
Mellion. Riding is available on Bodmin
Moor, shark fishing can be arranged at
